Because we want to live in the commitmevbunt Michael has made we
hired the best teachers we could and Christian morality demands we give them a decenflsalagyot to
say anyone is going to get rich working for the Church.

Our employees look upon their work as minisyministry to provide good Catholic education for ou
future leaders.Thanks to grants received, we were able this summer to make additional technical improvel
in the school and freshen up part of the school with new pémit.can read about this in other articles in this
issue of the Michaeleen.

But this does not mean we are ndeated at all by the recession. Some of our students from last y
were unable to return this year because of the recession and otherapmltinfor the same reasoi/e wish
we had more scholarship funds tdéeof Futhermore we looked seriously into hiring a food service compal
for our students butriancially it was out of our reach and beyond our budget for the time being.
